The 1960 Plymouth XNR concept (Stellantis North American Archives)

The Plymouth XNR concept was a two-seater roadster that was
created under the direction of Chrysler design chief Virgil Exner
(September 24,1909 - December 22, 1973). From the beginning, the
design emphasis was to create a model that offered a graceful form
with a built-in feeling of automotive motion.
Exner was one of the best automotive designers in the world. He left
his mark on so many great selling automobiles for Chrysler during
the 1950s and 1960s.
The 1960 Plymouth XNR concept was a perfect example of the
great-looking vehicles coming out of Exner’s studio. The XNR’s
height was only 42.94 inches to the top of the rear fin, making it a
very streamlined design. It was built on a Valiant chassis with a huge
rear tail fin and fitted with a 250-horsepower engine. The concept
also sported a red Italian paint job.
